We have continued to try and improve things around the town and you may have noticed some
new benches on Leicester Road. We have also been able to clear up the Cemetery on Leicester
Road and install a new Notice Board there. As well as doing exciting strategic things like the
Neighbourhood Plan, we know that it is the day to day issues that really matter to the people of
Uppingham and we are constantly striving to improve cur amenities such as litter bins where we
are in the process of supplying more where needed. We have also undertaken much needed
maintenance work to the play eguipment on Tod’s Piece and very shortly we hope to be
undertaking a major refurbishment of the skate park.

Finally, as you will read elsewhere in this Newsletter, we are trying to help our businesses in town
by an initiative called Uppingham Xplore which aims to bring more visitors to our town to help
with footfall for our local economy.
